TITLE:

Summer semester: International Conflict Management I: Principles and Practices of International Conflict Management

DESCRIPTION:

The purpose of this course is to give students further insight into the theory and practice of international conflict management, both through short term crisis response and long-term reconstruction. The course is divided into two parts which can be taken in any order:

During the summer semester the course explores the principles and practice of the international community’s role in conflict management, particularly in peace operations. This course explores the current international order and its principles concerning peacekeeping, humanitarian intervention and responsibility to protect. The students are subsequently immersed in real-world cases of peace operations and asked to evaluate these endeavors. The course requires individual preparation and active engagement as well as having studied the pre-course readings. For students interested in obtaining ECTS, students must also successfully pass the written assignment to be completed once the course is over.
